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The World Council seeks to keep the themes of Justice and Peace as a priority of the Marianist Family. 

To do so, we will encourage the Marianist Family to make child exploitation (sexual exploitation of children, exploitation of children in the workplace, etc.) a focus in the next two years by creating awareness of the issue and by taking concrete action on both the local and global level.

We will invite the national councils to share with the Marianist Family any concrete actions or projects they have taken on the issue of child exploitation.

We will encourage the entire Marianist Family to pray the Magnificat every Friday as a sign of our commitment to justice and to make children’s rights a reality in our world.

We will achieve this objective by:

· Networking with existing Marianist structures that are already working on the issue of child exploitation;

· Sharing new information with the Marianist Family;

· Networking with structures that exist outside the Marianist Family that work towards justice and the rights of children;

· Using the website of the World Council to provide links, threaded conversation, etc. on this theme.
